C) RESUME (INCLUDED IN THE APPLICATION)
Include all previous employers and academic institutions attended.

D) THREE LETTERS OF RECOMMENDATION

Three (3) letters of recommendation from individuals (not related to you) who are
familiar with your scholarship, health care service, and/or research potential are
required. It is highly recommended that one letter be from a science faculty
member and the other 2 can be from additional science or non-science faculty, a
healthcare professional for whom you have worked or volunteered, and/or an
employer or supervisor.

If you are a re-applicant from the previous year, only one new letter of
recommendation is required. You can submit more than the one that is required,
but only one additional letter is needed in order to complete your application.
